10. Power Sources - The appliance should be connected to
a power supply only of the type described in the operat-
ing instructions or as marked on the appliance.

11. Polarization - If the appliance is provided a polarized
plug having on blade wider than the other, please read
the following information; The polarization of the plug
is a safety feature. The polarized plug will only fit the
outlet one way. If the plug does not fit fully into the out-
let, try reversing it. If there is still trouble, the user
should seek the services of a qualified electrician. Under
no circumstances should the user attempt to defeat the
polarization of the plug.

12. Power-Cord Protection — Power-supply cords should be
routed so that they are not likely to be walked on or
pinched by items placed upon or against them, paying
particular attention to cords at plugs, convenience recep-
tacles, and the point where they exit from the appliance.

13. Cleaning - The appliance shouid be cleaned only as
recommended by the manufacturer.

14. Nonuse Periods - The power cord of the appliance
should be unplugged from the outlet when left unused
for a long period of time.

15. Object and Liquid Entry ~ Care should be taken so that
objects do not fall and liquids are not spilled into the
enclosure through openings.

16. Damage Requiring Service - The appliance should be
serviced by quatified service personnel when:

A. The power-supply cord or the plug has been

B. Objects have fallen, or liquid has been spilled into

D. The appliance does not appear to operate normally

E. The appliance has been dropped or the enciosure
damaged.

17. Servicing — The user should not attempt to service the
appliance beyond that described in the operating instruc-
tions.

* For safety, do not connect the power cord or any other
wires until assembly and tonearm adjustment have been
completed.

* Remove the turntable platter, rubber mat, and accessories
which are packed separately.

* save the packing materials for use if you ship the unit
again.

Mounting the Platter

1. Set the speed selector to 33 rpm.

2. Place the drive belt around the lower inner rim of the
turntable platter. Use your finger to pull the end of the
belt through the turntable platter hole as shown. Be sure
the belt is not twisted and make sure the belt makes con-
tact with the lower portion of the inner rim.

3. Place the turntable platter on the spindle, keeping the
belt in place.

4. Place the end of the drive belt around the motor pulley
as shown.

5. The belt should lie flat on the pulley.

6. Rotate the turntable a couple of times to see that the
drive belt is properly mounted.

7. Lay the rubber mat on top of the turntable platter.

Adjusting the Tonearm

1. Remove the hook, stylus cover, and vinyl ribbon holding
the tonearm. The tonearm, cartridge, and stylus assembly
are extremely delicate pieces of equipment, handle them
with care.

2. Place the counterweight on the rear end of the tonearm
and screw it on until the tonearm is evenly balanced.
(The cueing lever must be in the “DONW” position.)

3. Align the zero line of the tracking force indicator ring
with the index line.

4. Rotate the counterweight until the indicator reads “2”.
This provides the correct tracing force of 2 grams for the
cartridge being used. If a cartridge other than that
provided is to be used, the tracking force must be ad-
justed for that cartridge as specified by the cartridge
manufacturer.

5. Adjust the anti-skating control dial to the same value as
the tracking force (“2” in this case).

Turntable Placement

Because a turntable is a precision instrument, it is very sen-

sitive to vibrations, temperature, humidity, dust, and exter-

nal noises. To receive optimum performance, be sure to

avoid:

1) Vibrations and unevenness.

2) Direct exposure to sunlight, heaters, or any other sources
of heat

3} Placing the turntable near the speakers (howling may
result)

4) Magnetic fields.

Replacing the Stylus (ONKYO DN-74ST)

Under normal use, the diamond stylus provided with this
turntable will last about 500 hours (1000 LP record sides).
Timely replacement is essential because a worn stylus will
not only adversely affect music quality but also damage the
record itself. To replace the stylus, gently remove the plastic
section under the cartridge by hand and replace it with a
new one. The stylus is extremely delicate and must never
come into contact with your fingers or any hard object.

Turntable controls

[l Speed Selector
The turntable can be set to operate at either the 33 rpm or
45 rpm position.

Reject Button

To stop the record before it has ended, press the “REJECT”
button. The tonearm will automatically rise and return to the
arm rest and the turntable will stop.

Cueing Lever

When operating the turntable, the cueing lever is used to
raise and lower the tonearm. It is also used when selecting
specific bands to be played on an LP record.

Tonearm
A straight statically balanced tonearm is employed in this
unit.

Headsheli

The headshell can be removed from the tonearm if neces-
sary by rotating the headshell connection screw counterclock-
wise.

Headshell Connection Screw
The headshell connection screw holds the headshell (with
cartridge and stylus assembly) in place on the tonearm.

Arm Rest

The tonearm should rest on the arm rest when not in use.
A hook is provided to prevent accidentally knocking the
tonearm off the arm rest.



Counterweight

The counterweight must be adjusted to provide the proper
tracking force for the cartridge being used.

Anti-skating Control

The anti-skating control is set to the same value as the track-
ing force.
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Playing a record

Before playing records, be sure that the speakers and turn-
table are properly connected to the integrated amplifier and
that the tracking force is set to the correct value for the
cartridge in use.

Verify that the left (white) and right (red) output connectors
are not reversed.

Place a record on the turntable.

Lift the cueing lever to its “UP” position.

Manually place the tonearm over the record. The turn-
table will automatically begin to rotate.

. Select the proper turntable speed.
. Put the stylus directly over the desired section of the

record and return the cueing lever to the “DOWN" posi-
tion. The stylus will slowly lower to the record surface
and record play will begin.

. At the end of the record, the tonearm will automatically

return to the arm rest and the turntable will stop.

. To stop the turntable before the end of a record, lift the

cueing lever to its “UP” position to raise the stylus off
the record surface. Next, return the tonearm to the arm
rest manually. This can also be accomplished by simply
pressing the reject button. The tonearm will automatically
return to the arm rest after which the turntable will stop.

. To protect your cartridge, always be sure to secure the

tonearm with the tonearm hook after use.

tion.
